Legal Process Overview
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Efforts to Undermine the 2020 Election
• False Fraud Claims:

• Propagating false election fraud allegations and attempting to seize voting 
machines and ballots

• False Electors Scheme:
• A scheme to have certain individuals falsely hold themselves out as duly authorized 

presidential electors when they were not.
• False Lawsuits:

• Filing unsubstantiated fraud lawsuits related to the 2020 presidential election.
• State Pressure:

• Pressure state and local officials to alter the outcome of the election.
• False DOJ Letter/Jeff Clark:

• An effort to have the DOJ send a letter to certain state government leaders falsely 
representing that the DOJ had “identified significant concerns” relating to the election 
that may have impacted the outcome of the election.

• An effort to install Clark as Acting Attorney General so that Clark could send the 
factually-inaccurate letter regarding the presidential election.

• Pressure Pence/Eastman Plan:
• An attempt to pressure Vice President Pence to reject the legitimately cast votes of 

electors from certain states or otherwise suspend the elector counting process, followed 
by an armed attack on the U.S. Capitol.

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False Fraud Claims

• High-ranking officials from the DOJ, DHS, White House Counsel’s Office, the Trump Campaign, and the intelligence community informed President 
Trump that evidence of outcome-determinative fraud did not exist, all while courts uniformly rejected the allegations of election fraud.

• AG William Barr: Had conversations with President Trump on November 23, December 1, and December 14; during each conversation Barr 
"made it clear [he] did not agree with the idea of saying the election was stolen and putting out this stuff, which [he] told the President was 
bullshit."  On December 1, 2020, Barr told the national press that DOJ had not found evidence of widespread election fraud that would 
have changed the outcome of the election.

• Acting DAG Rich Donoghue: DOJ never uncovered widespread evidence of election fraud, either before or following Barr’s departure.
• Campaign Manager Bill Stepien: Never discovered fraud sufficient to undermine the election in any state, and directly told President Trump he 

did not win Michigan prior to November 14, 2020.  On November 7, 2020, Stepien also told President Trump that he had only about a 5-10% 
chance of winning the election (on the high end), and that was contingent on at least three things all occurring (none of which occurred). On 
November 11, Campaign Leadership told President Trump that his chances of success were "very minimal."

• White House Counsel Pat Cipollone: Told President Trump that he discerned no outcome-determinative evidence of election fraud.
• White House Senior Advisor Eric Herschmann: Told President Trump that he would not be successful in his legal challenges and should focus on 

the transition in November 2020.
• Deputy National Security Advisory Matthew Pottinger: Stated he led a Deputies Council that was attended by high-ranking officials from the 

intelligence community, DOJ, DHS, and the State Department, and that a “top priority” for the council was the security of the 2020 election. 
Pottinger saw no evidence that a foreign power altered the 2020 presidential election with respect to voting machines or otherwise.

• Director of National Intelligence John Ratcliffe: Stated that there was no intelligence suggesting that a single vote was flipped through a cyber 
breach.

• Director of DHS’s Cybersecurity and Infrastructure Agency, Chris Krebs: Released a joint statement on November 12, 2020, calling the 2020 
presidential election “the most secure in American history,” and affirming that there was “no evidence that any voting system deleted or lost 
votes, changed votes, or was in any way compromised.”

• Trump Campaign research department: Circulated a memo on November 13, 2020, debunking allegations of fraud involving Dominion voting 
machines.

• November 13, 2020: while appearing on the Lou Dobbs Tonight show, Powell stated that Dominion voting machines were “created to 
produce altered voting results in Venezuela for Hugo Chavez,” that the 2020 election results would be “set aside” in those states where “we 
know the machines were operating and producing altered election results,” and that “President Trump won this election in a landslide.” 
Powell also vowed that she was “going to release the Kraken” of election-fraud evidence.

• November 13, 2020: internal Trump Campaign emails revealed that the Campaign had completely debunked allegations regarding 
Dominion voting machines.

• November 19, 2020: Powell, Giuliani, and Ellis held a press conference at which the three attorneys made sweeping allegations of election 
fraud that were never substantiated.

• That night, Tucker Carlson, on Fox News, stated his show asked Powell for evidence of the allegations she made during the press 
conference, but that Powell did not produce evidence, and instead “got angry” and told Carlson’s personnel to stop contacting her.

• December 18, 2020: Powell, former General Michael Flynn, former Overstock CEO Patrick Byrne, and later Giuliani, went to the White 
House for an unscheduled meeting with President Trump. Cipollone, Herschmann, and Staff Secretary Derek Lyons also attended. 
Throughout the meeting, which lasted several hours and extended into the residence, Cipollone, Herschmann, and Lyons vigorously held 
off attempts, led by Powell, to have President Trump use government force to seize voting machines and appoint Powell as a special 
counsel to investigate the election.

• A scheme to have individuals in Arizona, Georgia, Michigan, Nevada, New Mexico, Pennsylvania, and Wisconsin (the “seven 
states”) falsely hold themselves out as duly authorized presidential electors when they were not and submit false electoral 
certificates from the seven states.

• Relevant Dates:
• November 3, 2020: Election Day; no clear winner was determined.
• Early November: Elector scheme discussed in the White House

• November 5, 2020: Donald Trump, Jr., texted Mark Meadows (Chief of Staff): have Republican-controlled state 
legislatures “step in” and advance slates of “Trump electors,” notwithstanding the results of the popular vote.

• November 6, 2020: Congressman Andy Biggs sent a text message to Meadows referencing a “highly controversial . . . 
proposal” involving “state legislatures” and “governors” in “the various states where there’s been shenanigans.” Biggs asked, 
“Is anybody on the team researching and considering lobbying for that?” Meadows replied, “I love it.”

• November 7, 2020: Networks called the election for Joe Biden; Trump Campaign officials told President Trump he had a 5%-10% 
chance of winning, contingent on recounts in Arizona and Georgia and winning a legal challenge in Wisconsin.  None succeeded.  

• Mid-November through December 14, 2020: Trump Campaign and lawyers coordinated the scheme
• November 18, 2020 & December 9, 2020: Kenneth Chesebro (lawyer) wrote two memos to Jim Troupis (lawyer), outlining 

a plan to have alternate electors meet on December 14th to sign and submit electoral certificates purporting to certify 
their votes for President Trump and Vice President Pence. Members of the Trump Campaign and President Trump's attorneys 
(including Chesebro and others) coordinated the scheme in the seven states. At least some of the false electors were told that 
they were "alternate" or "contingent" electors and needed to meet and submit the electoral certificates in case President 
Trump won legal challenges.

• December 14, 2020: Electors met in all 50 states to cast their vote; the false electors met in the seven states and submitted false 
electoral certificates.

• Early January, 2021: Various individuals, including Rudy Giuliani (lawyer) and John Eastman (lawyer) advocated for relying on the 
false electoral certificates during the January 6, 2021 Joint Session despite not having Certificates of Ascertainment (further detailed 
herein).

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Unsubstantiated Lawsuits
• Attorneys working with President Trump and the Trump Campaign, including Giuliani and his legal team, filed 

unfounded lawsuits alleging that expansive fraud tarnished the presidential election. Some of the lawsuits resulted in 
sanctions and bar disciplinary proceedings.

a. 64 lawsuits filed
a. 20 dismissed before hearing on the merits
b. 14 voluntarily dismissed before hearings on the merits
c. 30 included hearings on the merits
d. 1 lawsuit in Pennsylvania resulted in a successful ruling, but involved too few votes to overturn the results

b. “Repetition of these false charges causes real harm to the basic foundations of the country, with 30 percent of the 
population lacking faith in the results of our elections. In our system of government, these cases provided the 
forums in which Trump and his supporters could and should have proven their claims. This Report shows that 
those efforts failed because of a lack of evidence and not because of erroneous rulings or unfair judges.” Senator 
John Danforth, Benjamin Ginsberg, Honorable Thomas B. Griffith, David Hoppe, Honorable J. Michael Luttig, 
Honorable Michael W. McConnell, Honorable Theodore B. Olson, & Senator Gordon H. Smith, Lost, Not Stolen:

c. Giuliani was suspended from the practice of law in New York because of his frivolous promotion of election 
fraud lawsuits.

a. In re Giuliani, 146 N.Y.S.3d 266, (N.Y. App. Div. 2021: “The seriousness of respondent’s uncontroverted 
misconduct cannot be overstated . . . False statements intended to foment a loss of confidence in our 
elections and resulting loss of confidence in government generally damage the proper functioning of a free 
society. When those false statements are made by an attorney, it also erodes the public’s confidence in the 
integrity of attorneys.”

d. Other attorneys, including Sidney Powell, are also facing bar disciplinary proceedings

•Clark met with Perry and President Trump even though the meeting violated DOJ policy.

•President Trump told Acting AG Jeff Rosen and Acting DAG Rich Donoghue, "people tell me Jeff Clark is great. I
should put him in.”

•Clark sent a proposed letter to Rosen and Donoghue falsely representing that the DOJ had “identified significant
concerns” about election fraud in certain states and indicating that state legislatures could reopen their
certification procedures to change the recipient of the states’ electoral votes.  Clark drafted the letter with the
help of DOJ Civil Division Senior Counsel Ken Klukowski.  Rosen and Donoghue refused to send the letter.

•Clark told Rosen that President Trump offered him the job of Acting AG; Clark stated he would not take the job
if Rosen sent Clark's letter. Rosen refused.

•Clark told Rosen that he (Clark) had “talked earlier with the President . . . that the President had decided to offer
him the position [as Acting AG], and he had decided to take it.”  During a meeting that night, attended by
President Trump, Rosen, Donoghue, White House counsel, and Mark Meadows, President Trump was informed
that if he installed Clark as Acting AG, he should expect mass resignations at DOJ, including all AAGs.  President
Trump decided not to appoint Clark and the Clark letter was never transmitted.

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Eastman Plan and Pence Pressure
January 4, 2021 Meeting: President Trump / VP Pence

December 7, 2020 Call

President Trump called RNC Chairperson Ronna McDaniel and 
introduced her to Eastman. Eastman requested the RNC’s assistance in 
gathering the “contingent” electors. McDaniel spoke to Justin Clark, 
then reported back to President Trump that the Campaign was “on top 
of” having the electors meet.

October 2020 Email

Eastman sent an email rejecting the proposition that the Vice President 
could decide which electoral certificates to count.

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President Trump, Eastman, Vice President Pence, Marc Short, and Greg Jacob 
met in the Oval Office.  President Trump and Eastman asked Vice President 
Pence to “reject electors” or otherwise suspend the joint session to count the 
electoral votes. When the Vice President challenged Eastman on the proposal, 
Eastman responded, “well, nobody’s tested it before.” The Vice President 
turned to President Trump and said, “Mr. President, did you hear that? Even 
your own counsel is not saying I have that authority.” President Trump 
responded to the effect of, “well, that’s okay, I prefer the other suggestion of 
you just rejecting them unilaterally.”

Later, Eastman privately acknowledged to Jacob that the Supreme Court would 
reverse this action in a nine to zero vote, but hoped to prevent judicial review 
by invoking the political question doctrine. Jacob expressed to Eastman that 
this would result in a “disastrous situation” where the election might “have to 
be decided in the streets.”

Around this time, President Trump tried to convince Vice President Pence that 
it would be “cool” to have the power to unilaterally reject electors, to which 
Vice President Pence responded that he would not want any one person to 
have that kind of authority.

January 4, 2021: Herschmann

Herschmann confronted Eastman and asked if Eastman really thought any 
court would support his legal proposal. Eastman responded, “no,” causing 
Herschmann to say something to the effect of, “what the fuck are you 
doing then? . . . you’re going to cause riots in the streets.” Eastman replied 
that there had been violence in history to protect the republic or protect 
democracy. Herschmann later told President Trump that Eastman 
acknowledged his plan would not work and “made it clear that Eastman 
backed away.” President Trump’s response was something to the effect of, 
“other people disagree,” though President Trump did not identify those 
people.
